The philosopher Karl Marx once said that the aim of philosophy should be not just to
explain the world but to change it. The same can be said about the gospel we preach and
teach. The people of Capernaum received sacred instruction in their synagogue every
Sabbath. One Sabbath they had a different teacher, Jesus. What Jesus taught them that
day, as well as the way he presented and demonstrated his message, simply amazed them.
Why? “They were astounded at his teaching, for he taught them as one having authority,
and not as the scribes” (Mark 1:22). Jesus’ teaching contrasted sharply with that of the
scribes. In one word, Jesus taught with authority, the scribes did not. What does it mean
to teach with authority? When we compare and contrast the teaching of Jesus with that of
the scribes we notice three distinguishing qualities: The teaching of Jesus is (a) from the
heart and not just from the head, (b) focuses on the spirit and not on the letter of the law,
and (c) inspires a positive change of heart in the hearers.
